Pursuit of Freedom is a 32 week course:
which follows on from Rock Solid and
Living Essentials. Whilst LE is not a
pre-requisite for our courses, it will help
the student with the commitment
necessary to complete this workshop.
POF is 50% theory and 50% practical.

Pursuit of freedom is real life journey of
the principles of truth which sets free.
One cannot be truly free without pursuit
of truth and the strategies to pull down
strongholds and destructive patterns of
thinking. POF, will provide that initiative.
